The Fundraising Committee has been quite active in the last year, with activities like:

Late Night Opening BBQ - £184

We have also benefited from Business Watch in Silsden who donated the raffle money
from the sale of a tickets for a giant Easter Egg (£170). Additionally, we had a grant
paid to us from the Co-operative Movement - c£200, which paid for some much needed
chairs and benches. We were able to generate a further £586 in Gift Aid from donations
made. Overall, we have raised £3,224 for the Group's funds. The Group purchased a
smart new trailer, which had some splendid sign writing depicting 1st Silsden Scouts On
Tour and a digital camera. Plans are also in place to buy a projector.
